Patchwork Girl (1995) rewrites the classic novel
Frankenstein (1818) in the form of a digital hypertext,
stitching together various literary and philosophical
bytes and pieces as well as human and nonhuman
body parts to create a “modern monster”. In her talk,
Manuela Rossini will introduce this hybrid corpus

as a paradigmatic example of unfolding posthuman
subjectivity in dynamic interaction and co-authorship
with technology and readers.

The dotted ling - - - - - --- - :

It indicates a difference without cleaving
apart for good what it distinguishes.

Itis a permeable membrane: some
substance necessary to both can pass
from one side to the other.

Itis a potential line, an indication of the
way out of two dimensions (fold along
dotted line): In three dimensions what is
separate can be brought together without
ripping apart what is already joined, the
two sides of a page flow moebiusly into
one another.

Because it is a potential line, it folds/
unfolds the imagination in one move. It
suggests action (fold here), a chance at
change, yet it acknowledges the viewer’s
freedom to do nothing but imagine.

Manuela Rossini holds a PhD in English Literature from the University
of Basel (Switzerland) and currently lives in the Netherlands, affiliated
to the Amsterdam School for Cultural Analysis of the University

of Amsterdam where she works on a book called Science/Fiction:
Imagineering the Future of the Human. She acted as the Programme
Chair of the 4th European meeting of the Society for Science,
Literature and the Arts (SLSA) which took place in Amsterdam in June
2006. e-text+textiles will host the SLSA 6th European conference in
2010 in Riga.

The talk will be held in English language and it will be followed by a
discussion and drinks.
